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PART 1:     GENERAL EXPECTATIONS

Cleveland Elementary School agrees to implement the following statutory requirements:

4. · Teachers will provide parents a detailed report and explanation of their child’s SOL tests scores immediately following spring testing.
7. Cleveland Elementary shall take the following actions to provide each parent timely notice when their child has been assigned or has been taught for four (4) or more consecutive weeks by a teacher who is not highly qualified within the meaning of the term in section 200.56 of the Title 1 Final Regulation (67 Fed. Reg. 71710, December 2, 2002):

· All teachers at Cleveland Elementary are highly qualified; however, written notification would be distributed to parents if, in the future, any Cleveland teacher failed to meet highly qualified status.
8. Cleveland Elementary shall provide assistance to parents of children served by the school, as appropriate, in understanding topics (listed below) by undertaking the actions described—

· the state’s academic content standards,

· the state’s student academic achievement standards,

· the state and local academic assessments including alternate assessments,

· the requirements of Title 1, Part A

Actions:
· Parents will be informed of State standards and assessment procedures through links on the school website and through presentations and discussions at Orientation / Open House and Parent/Teacher meetings.
· Newsletters will inform parents of academic standards and Title 1 requirements.
· PTO presentations and discussions will address parental concerns.
9. Cleveland Elementary shall provide materials and training to help parents work with their children in the areas of improving students achievement, (including literacy training and using technology), child development, child rearing and additional topics parents may request.
